Shuttle as required in the TOMPO hold to 3000. Extend the outbound leg of the hold descending to not below 2200(2100). At I-ET DME 8.5 (CAT A,B) or
I-ET DME 9.5 (CAT C,D) commence right turn to establish on the FAT then continue as for basic procedure.
NOTE 1 Lowest altitude to commence procedure from hold after a missed approach is 2500.
