Air traffic services specified in the following paragraphs, are provided for
the entire territory of Ukraine, including its territorial waters of Black Sea,
within FIRs and UIR Kyiv and in the international airspace over the high
seas forming part of Simferopol' and Odesa FIRs.

GEN 3.3.3
1. The following types of services are provided:

— Air Traffic Control Service (ATC);

— Flight Information Service (FIS);

- Alerting Service (ALRS).

2. Air Traffic Control Service

2.1. Air Traffic Control Service is provided:

—within FIRs/UIR Kyiv by Area control centres (ACC) and Approach control
units (APP);

— within terminal control areas (TMA) and Control Zones (CTR) by
Approach units (APP) and aerodrome control towers (TWR).

3. Flight information Service

3.1. Flight information service is provided to all ACFT which are likely to
be affected by the information and which are provided with air traffic control
service or otherwise known to the relevant air traffic services units.

3.2. Flight information service does not relieve the pilot-in-command of
an ACFT of any responsibilities and the pilot-in-command has to make
the final decision regarding any suggested alteration of FPL.

3.3. Where air traffic services units provide both flight information service
and air traffic control service, the provision of air traffic control service
have precedence over the provision of flight information service whenever
the provision of air traffic control service so requires.

3.4. Flight information service is provided:
- within FIRs/UIR — flight information centres (FIC) or other appropriate
ATS unit who has appropriate aids to provide flight information service.

4.1. Appropriate ATS unit serve as the central point for collecting all
information relevant to a state of emergency of an ACFT operating within
the FIRs/UIR or control area concerned and for forwarding such information
to the appropriate rescue coordination centre.

4.2. Alerting service is provided:

- for all ACFT provided with air traffic control service;

- in so far as practicable, to all other ACFT having filed a FPL or otherwise
known to the air traffic services units; and

- to any ACFT known or believed to be the subject of unlawful interference.

GEN 3.3.4
1. Flight operations within controlled airspace shall be conducted in
compliance with the pertinent rules contained in this publication (AIP ENR)
by instructions of the appropriate ATS units.

2. The crew of the ACFT shall immediately notify the ATS unit:
— any problems concerning the availability of updated information and
procedure for use of Ukrainian airspace;

— any problems in carrying out approved FPL and execution of ATS units
instructions.

3. ATS units shall provide any possible assistance to the ACFT. However,
if the ACFT can not comply the instruction of the ATS unit, the latter cannot
guarantee the safety of the flight and shall not bear any responsibility.

4. Infringements in the airspace use by flight crew will involve
responsibilities according Ukrainian legislation.

5. ACFT proximity (AIRPROX) reports and complaints by aircrew will be
considered by the State Aviation Administration in four days from the
reception of the report.

GEN 3.3.5
1. The minimum flight altitudes along the route segments are listed in
section ENR 3 and in charts - diagrams, in accordance with the rules
described in ENR 1.3.

2. Minimum radar vectoring altitudes (MRVA) are established to provide
minimal obstacle clearance (MOC) while ACFT is radar vectored or direct
routed by an ATCO. ATC Surveillance minimum altitude charts are
published for some terminal areas and may only be used for
cross-checking os assigned altitude to be inline with MRVA levels.

Because aircraft altimeters are calibrated to ICAO Standard Atmosphere
conditions, as they are defined in Annex 8 to the Convention on
International Civil Aviation, the deviation of these conditions can reasonably
affect the normal correlation between indicated and true altitudes.

Whilst operate close to MRVA levels when the temperature is less than
ISA condition, altimeters overread and MOC is less than required. This
increases a potential risk of controlled flight into terrain (CFIT) and has
negative impact on safety of operations. Apart from obstacle clearance
consideration, MRVA are always rounded up and also influenced by some
additional circumstances, such as airspace structure or radar coverage,
which lead to higher levels. Such overrated obstacle clearance allows
using MRVA even for temperature lower than ISA without applying any
temperature corrections. In order to clearly specify the applicability range,
each chart has a remark indicating a minimum temperature which MOC
is provided at. Correction for low temperature effect are, when needed,
taken into account in ATC clearance while radar vectoring or direct routing
are provided.

Calculation algorithm of corrections for low temperature effect fully
corresponds to provisions in Doc 8168 ICAQ.
