1. Serch and Rescue Coordination Center of the State emergency service
of Ukraine is responsible for carring out search and rescue operations
within Ukrainiane airspace, including territorial waters of Black Sea within
airspace FIRs/UIR Kyiv and international airspace as part of FIR
Simferopol' and FIR Odesa.

GEN 3.6.3 Type of services / Bugbl o6cnyxuBaHus

1. Table 1 reports the SAR Units of the State emergency service of Ukraine
operating within Ukraine and related facilities provided. In addition, if
necessary, units of the other organisation and administration may be used
for search and rescue operations.For carring out search and rescue
operations can be used both state and private telecommunication facilities.

2. ACFT engaged in the search and rescue operations carry survival
equipment, capable of being dropped, consisting of inflatable rubber
dinghies and rafts equipped with medical supplies, emergency rations and
survival radio facilities.

3. ACFT and marine craft engaged in the search and rescue operations
are equipped to communicate on 121.5 MHz, 123.1 MHz, and 8364 kHz
and have UHF direction-finding equipment. Ground rescue teams are
equipped to communicate on 121.5 MHz. Cooperation of the search and
rescue ACFT with ground and marine search and rescue teams is carried
out on frequency 123.1 MHz.

Evacuation of
distressed ACFT, or their parts, from the accident location is performed
by the ACFT operator or by other agencies appointed by ACFT operator,
on its charge.

1. Procedures and signals used by ACFT.

Procedures for pilots-in-command observing an accident or intercepting
a distress call and/or distress messages are outlined in ICAO Annex 12
Chapter 5.

2. Communications.

Transmission and reception of distress messages within the Ukrainian
search and rescue area are handled in accordance with Annex 10, Volume
Il, Chapter 5, para 5.3.

For communications during search and rescue operations shall be used
the codes and abbreviations published in ICAO Doc 8400 (Abbreviations
and codes).

The frequency 121.5 MHz is guarded continuously during the hours of
service at all area control centres. Information on APP and TWR units
provided with frequency 121.5 MHz and their service hours are contained
in AIP sections ENR 2.1 and AD 2.18.

Rescue ACFT use the call sign “RESCUE” and additional identification
marks (ALFA, BRAVO, CHARLIE, etc.) during rescue operations.

3. Search and rescue signals.
The search and rescue signals to be used by the survivors on the ground
are those prescribed in ICAO Annex 12, Chapter 5, paragraph 5.10.

In order to avoid mistakes in the interpretation of visual signals, the
survivors should display them as exactly as possible, securing maximum
colour contrast with regard to the general background.
